   HDC. Information of the grass cutting programme had been distributed to all 
                       Members for information.  
 
   Fenstanton Village Sports have submitted an application for a financial grant.  
                       The matter will considered by the Finance & Constitution Committee at the 
                       meeting to be held on 27th October.  
 
   CCC. Notification that applications for the Local Highway Improvement initiative  
                       must be submitted by 30th November.
